2010 Arkansas Sectional
The early evening silence was shattered by the lone wail of the siren.  Another soon joined in, and then another.  As the population went scurrying to find their fraidy holes the residents of the Motel 6 set about with their chairs and sixpacks watching the funnel clouds.  Yeup mother nature was announcing the beginning of the Arkansas Sectional championships for 2010.   The Gober Twins, John and Chris, were joined by Roger Reid, Jeff Weimholt and myself at the Motel 6 party.  

Early the next day we set out with our rain gear at the ready.  As we pulled into the range the clouds unleashed upon us but as soon as we put our rain gear on, it stopped.  Stephanie (The Hammer) Luttrell,  It may be mentioned that picking your nickname can come back to bite you from time to time As (The Amazing) Mike Luttrell found out.  One slip of the pen on a drawing, which Mike figgered he would not be drawn, and the story of  The Amazing Mike Luttrell began.  And we just won’t let him fergit.  That tall yank…err southern boy from Illinois, Scott Fish also made the pilgrimage.  We had a whole squad of Revo shooters at the USPSA Arkansas Sectionals.  An you could only guess what or squad number wuz…..Yeup Squad Six…  Ron Johnston wuz proud he sorta thunk thet up all by hisself.
We started on Stage 5.  Briefcase with your revo in it and closed with 5 steel poppers surrounded by ten paper targets strewn hither an yon.  Chris set the pace on this one beating all revo by three seconds with six C’s and a D.  He won the stage but Mike Luttrell made a good showing with only two C’s and was behind Chris by less than three points.
Stage 6.  Casa Run wuzza 140 point stage course, 11 paper targets, 5 poppers and one little knockdown plate thet you could almost hit iffin you aimed.  Mike (that Amazing guy we speak of) lead the crew on this one.  He wuz a half second slower than Chris but had only one C.  Chris was less than a point behind on this stage.
Stage 7.  Leff an then Rat Standard type course.  Three targets, two hits each then strong had and agin then weak hand.  Why we let the oldest guy in our squad whup us I don’t know.  Roger Reid took this one edging out Mike by three points.  Less jes say Chris dung a hole on this one and had to come out fighting to stay in it.

Stage 8. Gun on X.  a 130 point stage with all paper an some hostages but none of us got any hostages.  Chris needed to come out screaming on this one and he did.  He smoked the course.  I wus less than a second behind him but he got me by 13 stage points and we had Mike on the ropes behind on thet stage down by 15 points.
Stage 9.  Can you count?  A real barn burner and agin Chris come out with the win getting a 10.103 hit factor.  Regaining five more points on his quest.  The real interesting part of this stage, and only revo shooters would be able to relate.  Stephanie (you know The Hammer) fired two shot and then had a misfire.  Fired three more shots THEN went around the cylinder again to get the last shot from her cylinder.  Sort of a habit for Revo shooters,  Lessee 2 plus three, then click, click, click, carry the boom and thet makes six shots on a Virginia count string.  And it was a hit.  The onlyest perfect double thet the RO was more than happy to give her credit fer.

Stage 10.  As fast as You can. 120 point 11 paper and two poppers set up so went from one side to the other then back a couple of time.  We are still tryin to figger out how Mike beat us all by almost three seconds.  It was Amazin (pun intended).  The onlyest left hander in the bunch an he tears down this stage.  Chris was not far behind but Mike wuz makin up some ground on the field again.
Stage 11.  Which hand now Nother weak hand strong hand standard stage.  Ceptin this time there 6 paper targets with various parts painted with hardcover.  One hit each then go strong hand and agin then weak hand.  Old fellars win again!! Me an Roger Reid took this one.  I twas a bit faster with Roger a close second and then Mike not that far behind.  Chris hates weakhand shooting but still had a respectable showing on this stage.
Stage 12 the Fun House. 11 paper target with two of them that were activated by poppers.  I found the best way to shoot this stage…After all of us shot though.  I should have just taken the upper A zone instead of waiting and waiting for the no shoot to disappear and come back.  But as I wuz the sacrificial goat (I went first) it did not dawn on me till much later.  There were two paper target on either side of the house you had to get before you opened the STUCK door and took on the rest as you meander through the kitchen.  Mike got first but Chris was a half a second faster and ended up less than a point behind.  The top four in our squad wuz less than 3 seconds apart.
Stage 1.  Two Racks.  This one had two plate racks (duh!) and three paper targets.  Mike was smooth and steady on this one.  Each plate got only one shot and then he moved on and finished with 6 A’s on the three paper.  It was my turn to step up…or actually step  in it.  Got decent hits on the paper and screamed through the first plate rack.. had two misses on the second six hit my reload and finished 56 hundredths of second behind Mike.  Now Jeff Weimholt, who had been very quiet to this point stepped up and made his attempt.  After the six hits on the paper went for a reload.  He saw his moonclip going down range grabbed another without missing a beat.  But when he went to finish the reload he could not find where to put it.  He holstered his gun, reached down grabbed his cylinder, then his yoke.  He was standing there his hands full of miscellaneous revo parts a wunderin.  The RO steps beside him and announces, “Mister Weimholt,  Your two minutes have started.” DOH!!!!!!
Stage 2.  Shoot and no Scoot.  Had 11 paper targets with two of them on each side of the range and the rest through the ports.  It had two poppers on either side of a paper target with another popper directly behind the front ones.  Mike gained a little more on us with Chris a close second again.  Chris wuz a half second faster again but Mike had more points.


Stage 3.  The Wheel of Death err I mean the Wheel Gun Star.  Guess what we had to shoot at…  That’s rat, rat in the middle of the stage set the Texas Star.  115 point stage with 9 paper and then the star.  We had three paper scattered about the place before you got to the ports to take on three paper behind two ports and the star behind the center one.  This time Mike wuz a half a second faster than me and Chris and he took the stage.  But we were still within striking distance with 95% of the points for us.
Chronograph.  Just sos you all know that  the RO fellar made mention of the fact that Stephanie’s power factor wuz higher than all of the Open shooters’ Power factor.  Not that David Hyden was meaning anything in particular Kelly Raglin, just sayin…
Stage 4.  Three Far Targets and that they wuz far out there and 8 second to make 2 hits each.  Oh yea weak hand strong hand in there too.  Chris wuz edged out by one point by Mike and Roger Reid wuz just two points behind that.

Final finish.  Mike Luttrell walked away with the win and I edged out Roger Reid.  Chris fought back hard but ended up in fourth.
